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From the Principalé 
I want to alert you to a change that we are making in 
next yearôs school calendar. Many of you make 
plans with our school break times in mind. For 
several years now, the school districts in the county 
have been discussing more common calendars 
dates, especially Christmas and spring breaks. 
Beginning with the 2010-2011 school year, there will 
be common times for these two breaks. The 
particular dates for 2010-2011 are as follows: 
 
Christmas break: December 18-January 2 
Spring break:  April 2- 10 
 
I meet regularly with the principals of Fr. Gabriel 
Richard, St. Thomas, St. Francis, and St. Patrickôs 
(Brighton) and we have been discussing the matter. 
All of the other Catholic schools decided to follow 
the common calendar. I discussed the decision with 
the staff and school board members, and have 
decided to also follow the common calendar for the 
coming school year. One of the disadvantages of 
following this schedule is that the spring break does 
not coincide with the week after Easter. However, 
being on a different schedule than the Ypsilanti 
Public Schools would mean missing a whole week of 
bus transportation and special education services. 
We also found that 25 of our families are families at 
Fr. Gabriel Richard High School and being on the 
same schedule would be a service to those parents. 
We will evaluate after the school year. 
 
The Ave Maria Foundation recently informed us that 
they will no longer be hosting their annual Hoedown 
in August. This wonderful fun event was established 
to raise money for Huron Valley Catholic School and 
The Spiritus Sanctus Academies. Due to reallocation 
and elimination of personnel, they determined that 
they did not have the necessary resources to plan 
and run the event. To help us with the impact of this 

change in our budgetary planning, the Foundation 
sent us a $4000 check. We are grateful to the Ave 
Maria Foundation for generously supporting us 
through this event for so many years. 
 
All are welcome to attend our lower grade May 
Crowning on Tuesday, May 4

th
 at 8:30am.  We have 

made some improvements to the Marian prayer 
garden including the addition of two benches (made 
possible by the generous donation of Earl and Jo 
Taylor). We have moved our annual grandparentsô 
day activities to the fall, so there will be no special 
events in conjunction with the May Crowning. 
Grandparents and other family guests are still 
welcome to the event. Let us honor Our Lady 
throughout her month of May.
